It was also inquired as to what the contribution amounts will be for next year so that they could be announced at the fall sports night.  He stated that he was unsure what the amounts would be.

5K Run/Walk - Marci Finnely (SP)  stated that this year's 5K will take place on October 10th at Newell Park.  She also stated that UMDAF is partnering with the music foundation on running Kids Fest this year.
