CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.  
FIELD USE ISSUE:

Heritage Soccer Club President, Jim Dick and former President Scott Gordon requested to meet with the Athletic Boosters Executive Board to discuss the CPHS field use issues that have developed recently.  They are working with MDUSD (Sherry Whitmarsh is currently tracking and scheduling CPHS field use) and have met with them to discuss contracts and how the contracts are being interpreted.  Attached are the documents provided by Jim Dick.  Jim requested that Chris attend a meeting with MDUSD to further discuss this issue and try to resolve to their satisfaction.  There is a gap in dates because of construction issues and estimated completion date and actual completion date.  HSC’s intent was for 5 years.  According to HSC, MDUSD does not recognize the amendment to the donation.  This issue has come about because HSC missed turning in their request for use form by the June 1 deadline.
OLD BUSINESS:

Golf Tournament - Bill Kepler indicated he is close to his goal of 100 golfers for the tournament.  Chris, Mara, and Joe Stokley are volunteers for the event.  Petro-chem is once again donating lunches.  Athletic Boosters will man the Bloody Mary Station.

NEW BUSINESS:
Booster Membership Form:  The Athletic Booster Membership form needs to be updated and redone to make it easier to capture the information and to make sure all members are in a database.  It would help the treasurers if the form was simplified in the way people make donations to their respective teams.  Jim K. suggested that there be a disclaimer to the effect of “this is a donation – not your participation fee”.  Chris suggested that we put e-scrip information at the bottom of the form.  This form must be completed and submitted to CP by 5/15 for All In One Day packets.

Fall Sports Night:  Currently scheduled for May 25, 2010 from 5:30-7:30 in the large gym.

Baseball Funds Request:  The baseball teams submitted a request for $768.45 for miscellaneous items purchased at All Out Baseball.  These items include helmets, bases, balls, mask, etc (invoice attached).  Jim K. made a motion to approve, Mara seconded.  It was unanimously approved.
Cheerleading Fundraiser:  The Cheerleaders sent Chris an e-mail requesting that they do the snack shack for freshman football games to raise money for their expenses.  Since the Athletic Boosters currently do not have the resources or man power to handle snack shack details, it was suggested that the group talk to Bill Kepler and the football team moms for their okay.

Spirit Wear:  Mara requested $100 for shelves she found on craigslist.  Jim made a motion to approve, Dian seconded.  It was unanimously approved.  Mara would also like to have a Spring Spirit Wear and Inventory reduction sale in the next few months.  She also suggested that it would be a great time to market to the incoming freshman.
