EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING PRIOR TO GENERAL MEETING:
Katherine Valdez, Dennis Eckert and JoAnne Creamer presented the 5 finalists that they recommended to receive the Boosters Athletic Scholarship of $750 each.  There were 10 students that applied for the scholarships.

CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.  
TREASURER'S REPORT:

Christina Humm presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The field accounts needs to maintain a certain balance to avoid fees.  Christina and Bev are checking with BofA regarding this issue.  It needs to maintain either a $5,000 or $15,000 balance otherwise charges will be incurred.

Jim K. met with Lance Hurtado and they are going to ask all teams to run their money through the boosters.  There will be a small balance in the school account for Lyn Jones to write checks that are needed immediately.  Lance will be requesting this from the Boosters to handle team accounts.
Field account needs to be kept so that money is available when we need to replace the track and field.  Chris is working on this.  The field is guaranteed for 8-10 years.  Track and turf will both need to be replaced and boosters will need to put money towards this.

OLD BUSINESS:

Golf Tournament - Bill Kepler indicated that the golf tournament made about $18,000 and was a huge success.  Not as many golfers as last year, but made more money than last  
Cheerleaders Snack Shack.  Chris checked with Bill Kepler regarding the Cheerleaders handling the freshman football home games snack shack.  It is okay and Chris will let them know.  Football moms will handle all home game snack shacks for JV and Varsity and the proceeds will go directly to football.  Games at DVC will be handled by Boosters and the Varsity and JV teams and split 50/50.
CP50th Anniversary.  Jerry Pollard discussed the upcoming activities that will take place on July 9, 10, 11.  Events are planned for all 3 days – a full weekend of events.  Tickets are $30 each and include a drink ticket and appetizer plate.  Boosters will help run drink station (beer and mixed drink) for Friday and Saturday nights.  Also, August 27 will be the Hall of Fame Banquet.  This year there will be 5 inductees and will be included in the Boosters Website.

Fall Sports Night.  Scheduled for Tuesday, May 25.  Spirit Wear will be available beginning at 5 p.m. and the 8th grade incoming families will be notified.  The meeting will begin at 6.  There will be a short introduction and then the coaches will talk to parents.

Elections:  Chris, Ed, Dian, and Mara will stay in their current positions.  We welcome Sue Gonzales as the new Boys at Large Rep.  We are still in need of a Girls at Large Rep and Treasurer.

Miscellaneous:


There will be a spring clean-up and organization of the storage shed.  Date to be determined.


Jim K. reported that the Steve Lawrence is in favor of the banner programs at the school and that the schools would be able to keep the money generated from the banner program.

Bill Kepler mentioned a new drink called “Local Pride” that will be sold at school and at various events.  Some of the money from the proceeds will be donated to the school.  More information on this to come.
