CALL TO ORDER:

TREASURER'S REPORT:

Christina Humm reviewed the CPHS Athletic Boosters Balance Sheet, Cumulative Team Cash Balances, and Profit & Loss by Class.  Future Ford made $1,000.  Booster memberships are not reflected in these reports.  Joanne Creamer’s goal for e-scrip is to put $1,000 month into the account.  Currently it’s about $600.  Christina and Bev have contacted CPA firm to do taxes and want to get taxes filed on time.  We will address budget issues at the next meeting.  A motion was made, seconded, and approved.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Thank yous went out to all Booster members.  They were sent a booster discount card and decal.  216 mailed out.

2.  The Raiders Fundraiser date will be Sunday, November 15 (Oakland vs Kansas City).  We need to promote this event and sell tickets.  The Boosters will receive $14 for each ticket sold.  
3. Sports Night date for winter sports will be Wednesday, October 28.  At this event, parents can meet the coaches, meet the trainer, hear about UMDAF (contributions), and learn about the Athletic Boosters.  
4. Emergency Sports Funding Meeting will be Wednesday, October 14 at 7 p.m. in the large gym.  Student athletes and their parents are invited in addition to CPHS feeder schools.  Reps from CP Administrators, UMDAF, boosters, school board will be there to answer questions regarding sports contributions.  Still need $24,000 from fall sports.

5. The boosters are not responsible to collect gate fees for games, but have been asked to help when we can.

6. It was suggested that each team have a booster rep as a team “job assignment”.  This would be a liaison between the team and the boosters.

7. It was suggested that all team accounts should be set up through the boosters and not through Lyn Jones, school treasurer.  With all the district financial problems going on, boosters is completely separate and not the same as ASB.

Committee Reports:
1. Mara Villa presented new Spirit wear items (dress shirt, letter jacket, jacket, polo shirts, and duffle bag).  Spirit wear will be set up for the winter sports night meeting and at the homecoming game.
